


Assignment: Working with your group, create a Facebook page for your assigned philosophy (Transcendentalists, Puritans, or Revolutionaries).   You will create your Facebook page on a piece of poster board. 

Purpose:  This assignment will help you understand the philosophies which shaped our view of the American dream. We will refer to the Facebook pages throughout the year in order to better understand American literature.

Requirements

Title: Write the name of the philosophy at the top of your poster board. 

Picture: This section should contain a picture that symbolizes the philosophy.  

Information: This section should contain the time period when the philosophy was founded, the place where the philosophy was founded, and famous books associated with the philosophy.

Friends:  This section should contain the pictures of people who followed or founded your philosophy.  Label each picture with the person’s name. 

Wall:  This section should contain quotes about the philosophy.  Choose your quotes wisely:  Make sure the quotes express the beliefs of your philosophy.

Beliefs:  This section should summarize the major beliefs of your philosophy by answering the following questions.  
1. What is their view of God?
2. What are their values?
3. Do they have an optimistic or pessimistic view of life?
4. What are their views of work and worldly success?
5. What is their view of society?
6. What is their view of authority?
7. What is their view of education?
8. Do they view man as inherently good, evil, or somewhere in between?
